Hosea is a short book about
betrayal, heartbreak, a broken
marriage, and the surprising
grace of God. The bigger
message involves our place
in the story and the
unexpected love of God.

Lo-Ruhamah = not loved
Lo-Ammi = not my people

LOOK What do we see around us in our lives?

Where did it come from and how did you feel
about it?

Do you know the meaning of your given name?

BOOK What does scripture say about this?

Hosea 1:3-9

S0 he married Gomer daughter of Diblaim, and she
conceived and bore him a son. * Then the Lord said to
Hosea, “Call him Jezreel, because | will soon punish the
house of Jehu for the massacre at Jezreel, and | will put
an end to the kingdom of Israel. ® In that day | will break
Israel’'s bow in the Valley of Jezreel.” ® Gomer conceived
again and gave birth to a daughter. Then the Lord said to
Hosea, “Call her Lo-Ruhamah (which means “not
loved”), for | will no longer show love to Israel, that |
should at all forgive them. 7 Yet | will show love to Judah;
and | will save them—not by bow, sword or battle, or by
horses and horsemen, but |, the Lord their God, will save
them.” ® After she had weaned Lo-Ruhamah, Gomer had
another son. °® Then the Lord said, “Call him Lo-Ammi
(which means “not my people”), for you are not my
people, and | am not your God.

Why
are these names so significant?
